Silence ..... some suggestions
W atch your breath - our breath is our most basic gif t of
life.  “W atch”  your breath by focussing awareness on your
breathing.  As you breathe in, say to yourself  “I  am
breathing in.....thank you for life.”   As you breathe out, say
to yourself  “I  am breathing out....receive my living.”
Focus on a sacred word - Al low a word to rise into your
consciousness.  Receive that word as a gift .  W hen other
thoughts arise, come back to your word.
Slowly repeat a passage of scr ipture - “Create in me a
clean heart, O God”  or “T he lord is my light, whom shall I
fear.”
Create positi ve imaginati on - Think of someone who

needs your prayer.  Picture them with
the light of Christ encircling their life.
Rest in  God’s presence - Do a body
scan.  Find the tension spots.  Relax
your muscles.  Softly say, “God, I rest
in your presence.”

Pray the images that come to you - A llow your thoughts
to arise, and pray with each thought or image.  If the
image disturbs you, ask for God’s peace.  If the image
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brings you joy, of fer that joy to God.
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
